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Notes from the President: Hello Everyone!!! 
 The stage is set with all the right ingredients in place. There is lots of water, cool nights & 
loss of daylight. Mother Nature will explode within a few weeks with the most vibrant yellows, 
gold’s, reds, scarlet & browns for a spectacular fall foliage extravaganza. 
 On august 24th we hosted the fishing station at the Montgomery County’s Youth Field Day. It 
was a sunny & warm day at Camp Hart. We had 177 boys & girls attend the program. The water 
conditions were the best in the last 5 years. The biggest fish caught was a 12-3/4” small mouth 
bass. That winner received a spin casting rod & reel. The smallest fish was a 2-3/4” sunfish. That 
winner also received a spin casting rod & reel. We used 1,000 meal worms & 500 drift worms. A 
lot of fish were caught with 90% being sunny’s. A big thank you to all of our members who helped 
make this day event a very big success. 
 In mid-August we had a wicked rain storm that caused a lot of trouble on the Stony Creek. 
The first cross vein was damaged by the rush of water taking a large stone out of place. Lotus 
Environmental repaired it this past weekend. They will also be planting trees. The hole we use for 
the handicapped is gone & will need some major attention for us to use that section next year. 
 The Norristown State Hospital & Farm Park is presently installing locked gates at the 
entrance to our Nursery and other locations within the hospital to combat the vandalism. We will 
keep our feeders posted on the gate procedure. 
 The October meeting is our Nomination of Officers. We still need a treasurer, Nursery 
Manager and 2 board of directors are up for re-nomination. If you are interested you must be 
nominated to get on the November ballot. We can use some help with newsletter preparer & 
calendar payout person. We need some new blood. None of these jobs are hard. Please 
consider these positions or volunteering.
