On Saturday evening, July 16, 2016 a fish kill was reported, by a member of the club, at the Kepner Creek Bridge over Whitehall Road.  It appears that a water main break occurred two blocks from the Norristown High School which allowed for a discharge of chlorine into the street culverts.  Dead fish were visible on either side of the bridge.  Many different species of aquatic inhabitants were seen for about a 100 yard stretch downstream.  These included trout, sunfish, bass, chubs, minnows, crayfish and suckers.  On Sunday 17 July the Fish and Boat Commission collected samples for analysis and a full report will be prepared.

We now have a new Waterways Conservation Officer.  Nate Hancock was introduced at the Federation of Sportsman’s Clubs Meeting on 18 July 2016 held at our trout nursery.  We say welcome and we look forward to working with him.
